Background of WEEE Regulation in the European Union

The WEEE Directive entered into force on 13 August 2012 and transposed into national
laws by 14 February 2014 to set up the minimum rules and targets for the disposal of
electrical and electronic equipment including photovoltaic modules across EU Member
States. As of 14 February 2014, each EU Member State regulated the collection, transport,
and treatment (recycling) of photovoltaic modules according to its national laws in the
light of WEEE Directive. Trinasolar, as a photovoltaic modules manufacturer, is fully
compliant with the WEEE Directive.

The crossed-out wheeled bin symbol on Trinasolar products is a crucial
indicator that these products must not be disposed of as unsorted municipal
waste.
